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Leeds Song was founded in 2004 as the charity Leeds Lieder+, and 
over 20 years later, it is now recognised as one of the UK’s 

leading organisations dedicated to the art of song – and it is 
the only one based in the North.

Our founding principle is to involve more people in the joy 
of creating and experiencing song. We bring together 
exceptional artists from across the globe to celebrate the 
power of the human voice in its most intimate form. 
Through our work, we programme, commission, produce, 
collaborate, educate and enthuse – embedding our work 
in local communities and offering chances to participate in 
welcoming, creative activities for people of all ages, from 
retirees to children.

Our critically-acclaimed Festival has become a cornerstone of 
the country’s classical music scene. It reliably attracts the finest 

international talent, growing audiences for the genre both in 
person and online. Our Festival commission brings new voices to 

the genre and new work to the song repertoire, while championing 
female composers and those from under-represented groups. Major 

voices who have written for us include Helen Grime, Errollyn Wallen, 
Daniel Kidane, Mark Simpson, Tansy Davies, Cheryl Francis Hoad, Judith Bingham 

and Sally Beamish. Our dynamic concert season expands our artistic offering, presenting 
classical artists at all stages of their careers.

Committed to introducing art song to ever-growing audiences, our 
award-winning in-school education programme works across 40 
schools to introduce 1400 young people per year to the joys 
of singing and listening to classical song. Similarly, our 
community events take classical song out of the concert 
hall and into public spaces where new audiences can 
discover its beauty.

Led by Director Joseph Middleton, himself a 
professional pianist, and supported by a Board of 
seven trustees, Leeds Song consistently produces 
work of the highest calibre despite its small size, 
employing just three staff and a handful of freelance 
specialists. We work closely with peer organisations 
to maximise our impact, with partners including 
Opera North, Leeds International Concert Series, 
Leeds Conservatoire as well as Leeds, Sheffield and 
York Universities. We have forged international links 
and partnerships with Heidelberg Frühling, LiedStadt 
Hamburg, LiedBasel, and Vilabertran Schubertiade.

Described as “A soprano of rare fluency” (The 
Daily Mail), Scottish Soprano Marie Claire Breen is 
a dynamic and vibrant artist with extensive 
experience on the operatic and concert platform. 
She is a former Scottish Opera Emerging Artist 
and was also a member of the Opera North 
Chorus from 2016 – 2020 appearing with the 
company as chorister and soloist.

Operatic roles include Adina, L'Elisir d'amore; 
Musetta, La Boheme; Mercédes, Carmen; Vixen, 
The Cunning Little Vixen; Susanna, Le Nozze di 
Figaro; Valencienne, The Merry Widow; Součkova, 
Osud.
In addition to the established soprano repertoire 
Marie Claire is equally at home in creating new 
works particularly the contemporary operatic roles 
of Ghost, Hirda; The Bride, The Sloan’s Project 
and Miss Austin, The Elephant Angel all by Gareth 
Williams.

Away from the operatic stage, Marie Claire is a 
passionate musical educator working as a Vocal 
Animateur with Opera North Education 
Department and has been instrumental in 
developing, delivering and perfromaning in family, 
outreach and community based projects for the 
company.

Mezzo-soprano

Daisy Mitchell is a mezzo‐soprano from Staffordshire 
Moorlands and a graduate of both the Royal 
Academy of Music and the Royal Northern College 
of Music.

On stage, her recent roles include Eva/Mary in Ben 
Crick’s new opera The Last Machine Breaker; Kate 
(Owen Wingrave) by Britten for RNCM; Lazuli 
(L’étoile) by Chabrier for RNCM; and Nicklausse (Les 
contes d’Hoffmann) for Preston Opera. As a chorus 
member, Daisy has performed with Opera North in 
their revival production of Peter Grimes. She was a 
Young Artist at the Buxton Opera Festival (2025) and 
the Waterperry Opera Festival (2023), and 
performed in the chorus at The Grange Festival 
(2021).

Daisy was a finalist in the RNCM Joyce & Michael 
Kennedy Award for Strauss in 2024 and 2025, and a 
finalist in the Frederick Cox Prize in 2024. She has 
taken part in masterclasses with Ailish Tynan, Dame 
Ann Murray and Sarah Connolly, appearing as a 
performer in the inaugural Bailey Consort Singers’ 
Symposium in 2024.

As an oratorio and chamber soloist, notable 
engagements include Bach’s St John Passion and 

Handel’s Messiah with Skipton Camerata; Lobet 
Gott in seinen Reichen at RNCM with the 

Academy of Ancient Music; and The 
Dream of Gerontius with the 

Stockport Symphony Orchestra. 
Upcoming engagements 

include Mahler’s Symphony No. 2 with the Edvard 
Grieg Korene in Bergen, and performances of The 
Mikado, HMS Pinafore and The Pirates of Penzance 
with the International Gilbert & Sullivan Festival.

Rachel Fright studied with scholarships to 
Pembroke College, Oxford and the Royal Northern 
College of Music, where she was a Junior Fellow in 
Accompaniment and won many prizes for her 
collaborative work. Following her performance as 
a Leeds Lieder Young Artist 2018, Rachel was 
awarded the Hester Dickson Prize to study at 
Oxenfoord International Summer School with 
Malcolm Martineau. Following graduation, Rachel 
pursued some private study with Julius Drake. 
Rachel performs regularly across the UK and has 
been featured on BBC Radio 3. She has a 
particular interest in song and choral music. 
Rachel works for the RNCM School of Vocal 
Studies and Opera and the University of York as a 
collaborative pianist and teaches at Yorkshire 
Young Musicians, Sheffield Music Academy and 
on the Rodolfus Choral Courses. She is also 
passionate about musical outreach, and works 
regularly for Leeds Lieder Festival, Live Music Now 
and SoundUp Arts to bring music to the 
community. She is the accompanist for Sheffield 
Philharmonic Chorus and Congleton Choral 
Society. In 2023, Rachel was a prizewinner in the 
Stella Jockel Memorial Prize for choral 
composition. Recent work has included repetiteur 
work for an AHRC project on Julia Perry, a French 

song project with Jackdaws Music Education 
Trust, a children’s opera with Clonter 

Opera Theatre and concerts at Oxford 
International Song Festival and

Leeds Song Festival returns from Saturday 11 April to Saturday 18 April 2026, bringing 
together some of the world’s most captivating voices, creators, and rising stars for a week-
long celebration of art song. Building on the record-breaking success of last year’s festival, 
which saw ticket sales soar by over 30%, the 2026 Festival offers an ambitious programme 
spanning grand recitals, new commissions, community celebrations, and collaborations that 
reflect the vibrancy of the city of Leeds.

Headlining this festival include internationally acclaimed performers: Roderick Williams, 
Dame Sarah Connolly, Louise Alder, Huw Montague Rendall, Marianne Crebassa, Katharina 
Konradi, Axelle Fanyo, and Fleur Barron. Legendary artists Bernarda Fink, Sir Thomas Allen, 
Mark Padmore and Julius Drake lead this year’s masterclasses, offering audiences the chance 
to witness great interpreters shaping the next generation of singers. The nations favourite 
choir-master, Gareth Malone, returns to conduct our community Bring and Sing! chorus.

While the headline recitals take place in two of the finest recital spaces in Yorkshire, Opera 
North’s Howard Assembly Room and Leeds Conservatoire’s The Venue, Leeds Song will 
reach new audiences by taking the most eclectic programme of song to the very heart of the 
city’s diverse cultural scene: for the first time to the trendy Left Bank Leeds, Leeds City 
Museum, The Royal Armouries Museum, and The Attic.

Our 14th Festival took place over 8 days with over 4,000 people participating as 
performers, speakers, audience members and workshop students.

Live-streams and videos of Festival events have received over 14,000 views to date.

Awareness of the Festival and Lieder as an art form was raised through an intensive 
social media campaign. Reach for our social media platforms totalled 334,886; 
engagement totalled 59,817.

10 locally-recruited poets of all ages collaborated with 10 young composers from 
conservatoires and universities to write 10 new songs to add to “A Leeds Songbook”.

10 young singers and 10 pianists aged under 30 were selected by open audition from 
122 applicants to join our 2025 Young Artists Programme.

The Festival box office sales broke all our previous records, selling 30% more tickets 
than our previous best year. 

A new song cycle was especially commissioned for the Festival: 
Seasons by Helen Grime. 

In 2024-25 to date, we have worked with over 1,400 pupils from 41 schools in the 
region and 30 young artists and composers from 10 conservatoires and 4 
universities.

Over 660 people attended talks and made up the audience for the public training 
sessions, enhancing their understanding of the art form. 

Print, broadcast and online Press, TV and Radio coverage reached an estimated 
audience in the region of 1.8 million.
